July: Kirkstall Festival, Kirkstall Abbey, Saturday 12 July 2008
Kirkstall Festival Committee invites you all to our 28th annual Festival in the grounds of Kirkstall Abbey.  Everything is set for a wonderful fun-packed day of entertainment for all the family. Heading Home
For the past decade, Headingley has been subject to one of the biggest demographic upheavals ever seen in the history of Leeds, as first homes for families have been turned into second homes for students.  A once diverse and balanced community is now overwhelmingly lop-sided.  But now the community is beginning to reclaim houses for families.  As promised in the last Headway, the great news is that on mid-summer’s day, the first house owned by the community was let by Headingley Homes to a new family in Headingley, through the Council’s Homelessness Advice & Prevention service.  The house will be managed by Leeds & Yorkshire Housing Association (LYHA).  At a stroke, this letting not only helps re-balance the community in Headingley, but it also helps the overall housing shortage in Leeds. HDT intends it to be the little acorn from which a great oak will grow.

Progress on Parking in Headingley 

In a recent survey, Headingley topped the list as the worst district centre for parking problems in Leeds - so LCC’s Executive Board has approved plans to improve parking in the centre.  Survey work on parking provision around central Headingley, extending to Wood Lane, Headingley Mount and Spring Road, will begin around October.  The surveys will examine provision around retail and residential areas as well as near schools and visitor attractions.  This will be followed by consultation with residents and community groups.  This information will then be used to better model future parking and pedestrian provision. Neighbourhood Design Statement
In the first half of 2008, local residents surveyed eight areas within the Headingley & Hyde Park Neighbourhood.  On 14 June, the NDS Team mounted an Exhibition of their observations at Headingley St Columba.  The core of the Exhibition was a series of displays for each of the areas, with maps, photos and analysis.  There was also a history of the Neighbourhood, an analysis of Neighbourhood Questionnaires, a video of the Neighbourhood, a slide show of more photos, and of course, refreshments.  84 local residents visited the Exhibition, and feedback was overwhelmingly positive.  The next step is the preparation of a Draft NDS, leading to the Final NDS.

Think Global, Shop Local!

Headingley Development Trust (HDT) is launching its latest venture to build a greener, more family friendly Headingley.  It has produced a "Headingley Bag", a natural fibre, ethically sourced, reusable shopping bag, one side promotes the monthly Headingley Farmers Market and the other the community-owned Natural Food Store on North Lane.  Helen Seymour, HDT Director responsible, said "Using these beautiful and stylish ‘Bags for Life’ saves plastic going to landfill, promotes local shops and raises money for our drive to regenerate and improve Headingley.  The green bags are only £5, the red ones are £4, from the Market or NFS.  Now we can all do our bit for the environment, help save local shops and build a better Headingley."

Headingley Farmers' Market

On Saturday 13th September, it will be two years since the first farmers' market was held in the Rose Garden on North Lane Headingley. Originally a "Yorkshire deli market", it has now changed its name to Headingley Farmers' Market - mainly to associate itself directly with the growing farmers' markets movement in the UK.  Like these other markets it aims to source its products mainly from within a radius of 50 miles (the Whitby fish is an obvious exception!) and the produce is sold by the producer - rather than a middleman.  It aims to provide the community with access to high quality seasonal food whose provenance the consumer can trust.  It has a core of stallholders who appear each second Saturday of the month, with guest stalls to provide variety, and which are directly seasonal, such as strawberries, apples and ewes milk cheese. HEART

Headingley Development Trust (HDT) has been delighted with the response to the second issue of shares for the Headingley Enterprise & Arts Centre (HEART).  With community support, the total has reached £91,000, a fantastic achievement, just £9,000 below the target of £100,000 by the end of June.  HDT will be reporting the total raised to the executive members at Leeds City Council.  HDT have also secured £1 for £1 match funding by the Adventure Capital Fund – so an investment of £500 in HEART means the project receives £1000.
